The Working Group Meeting # 2 was held on March 16, 1999 at Saft.  I would like to thank everyone for coming.  We have three new members attended the meeting; Balitmore, Septa and Siemens.

The reason is I would like to do all preliminary work through telecommunication until the standard is in a draft form in print for WG members to review and comment. 

1.  REPORT ON THE IEEE RTVIS MEETI NG

The progress of WG 10 reported to Rail Transit Vehicle Interface Standard Committee (RTVIS) is attached. (Attachment # 1).  During the meeting, WG 10 was given additional responsiblility by the RTVIS chair to include battery box requirement in WG 10 Standard. 

In general, there are 12 steps involved from forming of the WG to printing of the standard.  WG 10 had completed the first three steps and are preparing the draft.  See attachment # 2 for status of all working groups.

2.  DISCUSSION OF WG 6 DRAFT STANDARDS SECTION 4.4.3 

We continued to discuss the load profile requirements of the battery at this meeting. Even though the load profile is a key factor in selecting a proper battery size, it shall not be part of WG 10 standard.  Finally, we agreed that this issue will be part of WG 6 and no additional time will be spent at WG 10.  In order to move forward with WG 10’s progress, we will concentrate purely on the physical dimensional requirement.  The WG 10 members suggested that criteria and definition for Low, Medium and High discharge battery shall be established by WG 6 as well as separate table for different charging systems of LVPS.

· WG 10 members have not decided whether the standard will be for an individual cell dimension or a tray dimension with a specific number of cells.  However, either selection is within the scope of Project Authorization Request (PAR).
