Tom McGean, VTS Rail Transit Interface Standards Committee Chair, provided an update on the most recent meeting.  Standard xxxx was balloted and passed.  All comments were addressed, with minor ones incorporated.  Major ones will be reballoted.  He also discussed coordination efforts with APTA’s PRESS Committee for Commuter Rail, IEC standards and the Transit Communications Interface Profile (ITS).  This is expected be adopted as an ISO standard and will become a Notice of Proposed Rulemaking applicable to all ground transportation.  Working Groups have been asked to help TCIP reach agreement on the names, units, and contents of messages sent in transit applications. (SAE 1708 protocol was a start.) Rob agreed to coordinate with WG3 on object message sets.  Action Item:  Convert Table 4.5-1 to TCIP Message sets.  Pierre agreed to help Rob.





Meeting:  Changed pages are attached.  The group decided that the next meeting needs to be a two day intensive working session to get the standard ready for ballot. FRA effort: briefing: Tom Peacock, APTA Rail Safety Advisory Committee, provided a briefing on the Commuter Rail Event Recorder meeting, which took place in the APTA conference room next to ours.  He said they concentrated on three areas, only one of which directly parallels ours: 


Need for environmental requirements (fire, shock, water temp. etc.) to assure data survives an event


NTSB desire to increase the number of channels to more directly parallel aviation recorders (several hundred channels)


FRA Testing requirements (daily, 90 day): Is internal self-testing acceptable?
