Metro-North hosted a landmark meeting of event recorder experts in the emerging commuter rail and rail transit field.  Accordingly, we changed the Agenda of the meeting to concentrate entirely on Event Recorders.  Attached is the Event Recorder “Straw Man” I brought to the meeting as a starting point (reformatted to fit on a single page).  Also attached is the resulting section (mostly on Inputs) to which everyone contributed and which Chris edited “live” during the meeting (cleaned up a little after the meeting).  Inputs was completely revised. Underlined words (or sections) were added.  I removed the sections we did not discuss and used strikethrough for things we specifically removed.  Please send me any comments you have before Christmas so I can include them when I fold it into version 3.0 of the standard.





Does anyone remember what we decided about Operator “key-by” actions?  Is it desirable (or possible) to directly record something when an Operator deliberately defeats the signal system by stopping and proceeding at low speed past a restricting signal?
